WACO, Texas, Nov. 1, 2020 – The Humane Society of Central Texas has almost reached 
capacity and may have to euthanize some of the animals. In order to prevent this, HSCTX is 
waiving the adoption fee until Nov. 11. 
 
The executive director of HSCTX encourages locals to adopt for free or foster a shelter animal. 
 
“We are so hopeful that our Waco community is going to come down today [and] help us save 
these animals,” Dr. Paula Rivadeneira said. 
 
Nate Langley, a longtime shelter volunteer, walks dogs and cleans out cat litter. He enjoys 
playing with them and feels connected to the animals.  
 
“I think it's tragic that we could possibly have to put some of them down, simply because of a 
lack of space,” Langley said. “But I just beg my friends and fellow Wacoans to find it in their 
hearts to take care of these precious creatures. We can't turn our backs on them.” 
 
During COVID-19 it is vital to maintain mental and physical health. Adoption or even fostering 
a pet for a week can boost your mood, provide company and help you to get through the 
pandemic.  
 
According to Sage Journals Website, having a pet provides an opportunity to improve overall 
health. Pets can encourage exercise and reduce stress and anxiety. Pets also provide physical 
contact, comfort and decrease depression and loneliness. These benefits are consistent with 
disease prevention goals. 
 
To enjoy these positive effects and help the shelter maintain its No-Kill status, you can get 
involved by volunteering, donating, adopting or fostering.   
 
HSCTX has a unique program where you can volunteer to be an Animal Ambassador. As an 
ambassador, you can take dogs out on Doggy Day Trips around Waco or keep them for up to 
three nights as part of the Sleep Over Rover Program. 
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The shelter has many opportunities that enable you to help by caring for and loving on an animal 
without having to keep it indefinitely.   
 
“We know that everyone in Waco loves animals as much as we do, so we know they don’t want 
anything to happen to these animals,” Rivadeneira said. “There’s opportunities to hold onto an 
animal for a week just to get it out of the shelter and keep it safe.”
