Objectives:

e Getlocal community members to donate to Unbound and volunteer.
e Toencourage people to request training through Unbound’s website to come to
their work places - schools and offices.

Key Messages:

e Human trafficking happens even in Waco.

e Together we can stop human trafficking.

e ldentify common characteristics of victims.

e Identify common signs of trafficking.

e Give practical tips on what to do when there may be a trafficking situation.



Logistical and Technical Details:

The speech will be held in Waco Hall.

There will be a slide presentation to go along with the speech and the big screens in
Waco Hall will be used.

There will be a paper copy of a full speech and a separate copy that will just provide
talking points.

The presentation will be set up to go along with the main talking points.

Woaco Hall will have seats closed off to create room for social distancing and masks
will be required inside the building.

Promotion Plan

Before the Speech:

Invitations: We will send out an invitation via email to all Baylor students, faculty
and staff. Invitations will also be sent to the various local service departments, such
as the police department and fire department. In addition, we will send notices via
mail to homeowners. Flyers will be posted on community directories.

Media Advisory: We will contact the Baylor Lariat to let them know when we will
be on campus so the event can be covered. We will also contact Waco Tribune-
Herald and KWTX.

The Unbound student organization will be part of promoting the event and will
table at Fountain Mall.

During the Speech:

There will also be a way to stream the live speech through YouTube.

After the Speech:

Unbound will send a news release to Waco Tribune-Herald and the Baylor Lariat
giving the main points of the speech and the call to action.
